The competition is open for composers of every age and nationality. Last date of entry:  31.05.03. 

The composition (between 15-25 min. in length) must not be performed in public before 31.05.2003 

and will be judged by a prestigious jury. The sending has to be an anonymous and registered letter. 

It is enough to send the partiture.

Five given extracts of the poetry of the greatest lyrical poet of the ancient world 

Pindar (518-438 B.C.), that were dedicated to the winners of the 

panhellenistic competitons in Olympia, Nemea, Isthmia and 

Delphi, should be integrated. Its influence on the music is free 

but in every case a classical orchestra must be 

used.
